In Loving Memory of Megan J. Kenny
1972-2007

Megan J. Kenny lived an amazing life, even
though it was shorter than we all wanted it to
be. Megan was a devoted instructor, a published
author, a constant philosopher, an instigator, an
innovative artist, a mentor, a sounding board for
troubles and an irreplaceable friend. She was
always quick with a smile or joke to soften her
unfaltering advice and piercing insight.

Megan Kenny graduated as a Glass Major from
the Crafts and Design Program at Sheridan in
1995. She specialized in Blown and Kiln cast
glass and had a strong eye for sculpture and
design. She co-founded the Glen Williams
Glass Collective (1995-2000) and has been an
instructor at Red Deer College and Haliburton
School of the Arts. Her articles can be found
among the pages of Glass Gazette, Contemporary
Canadian Glass and others. Megan has shown
her work in Canada, UK, Germany and Denmark.

She was an instructor at Sheridan for two years.

Megan pushed her students to develop their
ideas and to grow as artists and creative minds.
Her classrooms were filled with her lighthearted
energy. Her students were supported and
encouraged to try the seemingly impossible
only to learn from the “successful” failures. Our
thoughts, ideas and inspirations were received
without judgment. The feelings of comfort, trust
and respect were unvarying. Her teaching style
was more like a friend who loved students and
the subject, rather than someone working for a
paycheque. The time spent learning with her was
invaluable. She made us feel that we were as
great as she already knew we were.

Megan often gave her students many articles

to read. As an author and journalist, she taught
the power of the written word and encouraged
others to write. She believed that the challenge
of using words to describe the complexity of our
feelings, experiences, inspirations, and the ideas in

our art, would become easier with practice. This
practice is serving me now as | write the most
difficult thing | have ever written.

It is easy to care about Megan Kenny because
she cared. The glass community lost Megan .
Kenny on December 15, 2007. Her passing is
only made sadder by the loss of all she would
have accomplished, created, taught, encouraged
and developed. Even in death she continues her
quest to teach. Her spirit will forever be found in
the students she has inspired over the years.

Megan, words fall short in their attempt to thank
you for what you have given us. Thank you for

giving us so much in such a short time.
