Sheridan has been working closely with the Public Health Units in both the Halton and Peel regions.  We have been given a limited amount of H1N1 vaccine from the regions for Sheridan students and staff who meet the “high risk” criteria.  Listed below are the people who fit this category.
· Health care workers
· Pregnant women

· People under 65 with chronic medical conditions

· People living with or caring for those at high risk who cannot be immunized

If you meet any of the criteria listed above and would like to receive the H1N1 vaccination, please contact Trafalgar Health Centre at extension 2076 or the Davis Health Centre at extension 5153 to make an appointment for your vaccination.  Only clients meeting one or more of these criteria will be served at this time.

Because our supplies are limited, we also suggest you contact your family physician to determine if or when they will have the vaccine.  In many cases they may have it now for the same “high risk” groups.

We have not been informed at this time whether we will be provided with further supplies of the vaccine. 
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
