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Selection Process for Applicants 

To move forward with your application, you must submit a portfolio online. The online submission 
system opens November 2022. It’s in your best interest to submit your portfolio as soon as 
possible. 

Eligible applicants are selected on the basis of their academic achievement (in progress or 
completed) and a portfolio submission (in the absence of a Grade 11 or 12 Visual Art Credit). 

• Applicants applying without the Visual Arts credit must have five other Grade 12 credits 
(U or M) in addition to Grade 12 English (ENG4U or equivalent). 

Applicants selected for the program will be notified through their Sheridan email account. These 
decisions will not be released over the phone. Fee, registration, and timetable information will 
follow. Classes for the fall term begin Tuesday, September 5, 2023.

A full copy of the Supplemental Admission Requirements Sheet will 
only be made available to applicants to Craft and Design – Textiles. 
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Academic Integrity 

By submitting your Admission Requirements, you are agreeing to comply with Sheridan’s

Where 
others have contributed, or non-original ideas have been included, applicants will give proper 
recognition and reference.

A portfolio submission consists of three components: 
1) Images of Work 
2) An Image Description document, and 
3) Written responses to two general questions related to interests and goals in the 
program. 

A portfolio missing any of these components will be considered incomplete. 

IMAGES OF WORK 
Please show ten (10) images of your creativity. This may include 2D and 3D examples of 
work such as drawings, paintings, design work, sculpture, photography, and completed 
objects or projects in any media or anything you feel may support your application. Images 
of details or alternative views should be used sparingly and counted within the 10 images.

Label and describe your images (include: identifying title, materials, processes, brief 
description). 

QUESTION AND RESPONSES

In a separate document, provide responses to the following two questions:
